This helps 
maintain reading and literacy levels 
throughout the break from school and 
reduces the ‘summer slide’ decline in 
reading habits.

By now, we are all getting used to dif-
ferent ways of doing things, and diff er-
ent ways of accessing services, so with 
children spending more time at home, 
we have tailored this years’ challenge 
accordingly, by increasing digital options 
for everyone.

Track your progress on the reading 
card and watch out for regular story 
times, crafts, workshops and quizzes on 
our website and social media platforms.
