Treacy’s early life and ex-
plain his importance to the
struggle for Irish indepen-
dence from 1914 to 1922.

The War On Newspapers

Ian Kenneally is Histori-
an in Residence with West-
meath County Council. He
is the author of a number of
books, including 'The Paper
Wall: newspapers and propa-
ganda in Ireland' and 'From
the Earth, A Cry: the story
of John Boyle O'Reilly'. He
was editor of the very popu-
lar 'Revolution Papers' series
and he has contributed to a
wide range of newspapers,
documentaries and publi-
cations such as the 'Atlas of
the Irish Revolution'. Among
his most recent projectsare a
history of the Technological
University of the Shannon
and an online exhibition-
everest1921.com-which
charts the 1921 reconnais-
sance mission to Tibet led
by Irish explorer Charles
Howard-Bury. More details
on his work can be found at
iankenneally.com.

The "War on Newspapers'
covers propaganda, censor-
ship and violence against
newspapers between 1921
and 1923, with a particular fo-
cus on the Civil War. During
conflicts, controlling the flow
and content of information
becomes a primary goal for
combatants. Ireland, during

the Civil War, was not an ex-
ception to this rule. It was
a time when newspaper
offices were burned to the
ground, when censorship
prevented certain reports
from appearing in the press
and when propaganda bat-
tles were fought between the
opposing sides. This event
is supported by the Depart-
ment of Tourism, Culture,
Arts, Gaeltacht, Sport and
Media under the Decade of
Centenaries 2012-2023 ini-
tiative.
